T the start of2011, Mark Carney,
the governor of the Bank of
Canada, stated “even though
history teaches that all booms are

It was a bold prediction, but at the time

it wasn’t without foundation.

The Bank of Canada considered that
the rapid urbanisation of countries such
as India and China, and the massive
increase in the middle class, meant
demand for energy, metals and food was
going to remain high.

Well, it turns out that history was right.

Two years on and China’s growth has
slowed considerably from its anticipated
rate of 8 to 10 per cent.

Over this time, the price ofiron ore has
gradually fallen from about $US180 per

tonne to below $US90 per tonne at the end

oflast year.

Since the start of 2013, iron ore has
undergone aresurgence and its price is
now back to about $US140 per tonne.

This has again prompted many bold

predictions from commentators, with the

overwhelming consensus that there is
only one way the iron ore price can go —
down.

Forinstance, the Reserve Bank of
Australia in its February minutes
commented that iron ore prices had run
well ahead of Chinese steel prices in

recent months and it was widely expected

iron ore prices would not be sustained at
these high levels.
Rio Tinto has forecast the price of iron

ore could fall to about $US100 per tonne in

the next 18 months, while

these predictions is inherently risky.

Commodity producers can only remain

competitive through their geographical

location and/or their cost base.

To provide some perspective on value in

the sector, Deutsche Bank recently
released areport that estimates the total

production cost for iron ore producers.

While Rio Tinto and BHP have total
costs of about $US40 per tonne, the cost
for the remaining large producersin
Australia is about $US80 per tonne to
$US90 per tonne.

This provides a potential source of
considerable margin pressure if the iron
ore price falls below $US100 per tonne
again. And, while we can never be 100 per
cent sure, we think it will.

A Chinese property bubble, the likes of
nothing the human race has ever seen,
could be on the brink.
